B. Differences in meaning

Comment on the difference in meaning between the following pairs of sentences, and outline how you might teach these differences in meaning.

Example:

a) Claire is working late again; she’s so passionate about her work!

b) Jane is working late again; she’s so obsessed with her work!

In the first sentence, the word ‘passionate’ suggests that Claire’s reason for working late is that she is driven by a love for her job and a healthy desire to succeed. In the second sentence, the word ‘obsessed’ suggests that Claire’s reason for working late is that she lacks a healthy balance in her life. She is so fixated on her work that perhaps she doesn’t do anything else, or perhaps other areas of her life are negatively affected.

To teach it, I would draw two pictures (or bring in two photographs). The first would be of a person working at her desk in an office. I would show the time with a clock on the wall (showing 9:30 pm). She would have a smile on her face to show that she was happy (and passionate about her work!)

For the second sentence, I would have a picture of Jane at her desk in her office, but she would look tired (and a little stressed). The time would still be 9:30pm on the clock. 

I hope these two examples would show the positive/negative aspects of the two sentences.

3. I acknowledge that the Cambridge Assessment English CELTA course expects 100% attendance, in addition to work outside of scheduled contact hours.  As a result, absences, tardiness, incomplete or late assignments may compromise my grade on the course. I understand that it is my responsibility to inform the course tutors in writing as much in advance as possible of any absences or tardiness and by telephone for any last-minute absences or tardiness. 

4. I am aware that the CELTA is an intensive program and that I cannot have any major work or social commitments during this time. On the 4-week program this means being at the school from 9 am to 5 pm, Monday through Friday and completing additional coursework at home.  On the part-time course, I will still have a significant number of weekly hours (up to 10 hours of homework a week not including teaching practice) to commit to the course. 

5. I acknowledge that the CELTA course is not an English language course, nor is it a grammar course. As a language teaching methodology course, the program is focused on classroom application. Candidates are not expected to know everything about the English language, but they are expected to research the area of English that they will be teaching in their lessons as part of their lesson planning. Candidates will be shown how to do this.

6. I am aware that, according to Cambridge English regulations, deferral to a future CELTA course is only possible if at least 50% of the course has been completed and only due to extreme circumstances (e.g. a medical or family emergency). Deferrals will not be considered for workload conflicts with other personal and professional obligations. 

7. I understand that I will also be assessed on professionalism, which includes: punctuality, ensuring I am prepared, accurate and appropriate written and spoken language, attitude and behaviour towards learners/colleagues/tutors, taking responsibility for myself/my learners, maintaining up-to-date records, appearance and dress, sensitivity to cultural/social/religious norms, etc.  

8. I understand that I should voice any concerns with the course first with my Main Course Tutor (or Online Course Tutor) and with the Director of Teacher Training, and that Cambridge English will only address concerns once the previous two steps have already been taken.
